WHEREAS, it has been provided for in Sub-Article 2 of
Article 60 of the revised Constitution that the Chief of
Administration of the Region shall have his own Chief office
in order to discharge his responsibility as Chairman of the
Council of the Administration.

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to staff and
furnish the Office with manpower and equipment so as to -
carry our the activities effectively and provide services

V:fﬁciently;

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with Article 47 (3)
(a) of the Revised Constitution of the Council of the Afar
National Regional State, it is hereby proclamied as follows:

PART ONE
General Provision

Article 1
1. Short Title

This Proclamation may be cited as the Establishment of
the Office of the Chief of Administration of Afar
National Regional State and Definition of Its Powers and
Duties Proclamation No. 16/2002.

Definitions
In this proclamation
1) “‘Head of the Region’’ means the president of Afar
Naional Regional State;
2) ‘‘Regional Administrative Council’’ means the
highest executive body of the Region directed by the
Chief Administrator.
3)“Office” means office of chief Admmlstratxon of the
Region.

Article 3
Scope of Application

This proclamation shall apply to the Office of Head of the
region and woreda Administration and administrative offices
representing the Regional Administration as may be neces-

sary.

PART THREE
Establishment, Objective, Organization, Powers and
Leadership of the Office of the Chief ofﬁldnnmsa'aaon
of the Region

Article 4
Establishment and Accountability of the Office of the Chlcf
of Administration of the Region
1. The Office of the Chief of Administration of Afar
National Regional State, (herein after referred to as
the Office’’), is hereby established as an autonomous
government organ having juridical personality.
2. The Office shall be accountable to the Chief Ad-
ministrator and Administrative Council of the
Region in accordance with Article 61(2) of the
Constitution of the Region.

Article 5
Objectives
The objective of the Office is to provide assistance for the

highest organ of the Region to efficiently discharge its
responsibility.

Article 6

Structure

The Office shall have professional consultants appointed to
assist the Chief of Administration of the Region and Vice
Chief Administrator. It shall study the organizational struc-
ture of the Office and submit to the Council of the Region to
realize its objective.

Artic]e_z
Powers and Duties of the Office

The Office shall have the powers and duties to:

1) provide general administrative services for the Chief
of Administration of the Region and the Adminis-
trative Council; and ensure the fulfillment of man-
power and materials necessary for such purpose;

2) render the necessary protocol to the Chief Adminis-
trator and Vice Chief Administrator; particulars shall
be determined by a directive;

3) arrange halls required for regular and extraordinary
meetings of Regional Administrative Council mem-
bers; provide for the necessary materials and render
service,

4) ensure the authenticity of the minutes and other
documents of the Council and make them to be kept
properly and safely;

7) identify the executive office accountable to the
Office of the Chief of Administration of the Region
and assist to make efficient the work relation ship
with the Chief of Administration of the. Region;

8) prepare the draft of annual budget it needs for its
work plan to be accomplished by recurrent and
capital budget and implement same upon approval;

9) cause the accomplishment of the regular plans of the
Office and conducting of workshops, conferences
and other meetings convended by the council in
accordance with the schedule set for them;

10) devise mechanism and implement same to facilitate
conditions to enable the clients who come to the
Office of the Chief of Administration of the Region
seeking justice to lodge their complaints with concer-
ned head or authority without difficulties.

11) support and reinforce lower administrative offices by
providing manpower training and material, as may be
necessarys;

12) make the necessary effort to enable workers at every
level of administrative offices to develop the culture
of work planning and evaluating its implementaion;

13) own property; make contracts, sue or be sued;

14) carry out such other duties related to the activities of
the Office;

Article 8
Leadership and Accountability of the Office

1) The Office shall be direccted by a head appointed by
the Chief Administrator of the Region;

2) The Head of the Office shall be accountable to the
Chief administrator of the Region.

Article 9
Powers and Duties of the Head of the Office

1. The Head of the Office shall direct over all activities
of the Office and administer same in accordance with
the order given to him by the Chief Administrator of
the Region.

2. Without prejudice to the generality of the provisions
of Sub-Article (1) of this Article, the head of the
Office shall: _

(a) carry out powers and duties specified under
Article 7 herein; Employ and administer the
support giving staff of the Office in accor-
dance with the civil service Law of the

) country;

(b) prepare and submit the annual budget and °
work plan of the Office to the Chief Adminis-
trtion of the Region and implement same upon

‘ approval; '

(c) prepare and submit the annual budjet and work
plan of the Office to the Chief Administrator
of the Region and implement- same upon
approval. '
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(d) effect expenditure in accordance with the approvcd'
budget and work plan of the office;

represent the Ofﬁce in all its dealings with thu'd
parties, within the power given to him in Article 7 of
this Proclamation;

prepare and submit the Office’s performance and
financial report to the Chief Administrator of the
Region; :

carry out such other activities as are assigned to him
by the Chief Administrator of the Region;

Article 10
The budget of the Office shall be allocated and approved by

the Regional Government.

Article 11
Books of Accounts
1) The Office shall keep complete and accurate books

of accounts.

2. the Office’s books of accounts and financial
documents shall be audited annually by the Auditor
General of the Region. The Chief Administrator of
the Region may, however, order partial or complete
auditing by the Auditor General at any time if he
deems it necessary. '

Article 12
Inapplicable Laws

No any law or customary practices which are inconsistent
with this Proclamation shall have effect in respect of
matters provided fof in this Proclamation.

Article 13
Power to Issue Regultions and Directives

The Region’s Administrative Council may issue
regulations and directives necessary for the implemen-
tation of this Proclamation.

Article 14
Effective Date

This Proclamation shall come into force as of the
date of its publication in the Negarit Gazeta of the
Afar National Regional State.

2) The Office shall be accounable to the Speaker.

Article 4. Objective ‘
The fundamental objective of the Office of the
Regional Council is to enable the Council and its.
leadership to discharge, efficiently and loyally,
the mandate of the people and legal responsibility
entrusted to them by the constitution and
materialize thier mission.

Article 5. Powers and Diuties of the Office

The Office of the Afar National Regional State
Council shall have the powers and duties to:

1) serve as the office of the Speaker of the Regional
Council;

2) provide general services to the Regional Council and
its various committees

3) arrange and organize meeting halls of the Regional
Council and committees; and provide necessary
materials;

4) cause minutes, decisions and documents of the
Council and committees be recorded and kept
properly;

5) provide library, research and information services to
bodies of the council and its members;

6) cause the Proclamation and Regulations issued by
the Regional Council and their publication in the
Region’s Gazeta and dissemination to the concerned
organ and various social categories done;

7) direct and follow up the preparation, publication and
circulation of newspapers, periodicals and brochures
that are issued by the Regional Council;

8) givereception to members of the Council and invited
guests based on directives of the Speaker and ensure
proper service is rendered,;

9) create conducive condition to enhance the capacity
building of members of the Councils at every level,
and support the same;
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10) follow up and supervise overall management and
administration of the support giving staff at every
level;

11) forward the decisions passed by the Council to
concerned bodies timely;

12) own property, enter into contracts, sue and be sued in
is own name;

13) caryy out such other relevant activities necessary to
materialize the functions of the council and other

. related duties given by the Speaker.

Article 6. Organization, Management and Accountability of
the Office

1) The Office shall study the organization structure
necessary to implement its powers and duties
provided under Article (7) of this Proclamation and
through the Speaker for approval.

2 The Office shall be directed and administered by a
Chief appointed by the Speaker of the Regional
Council.

3) The Chief of the Office shall be accountable to the

Speaker.
Article 7. Powers and Duties of Chief of the Office

The Chief of the Office shall have the powers and duties to:

1) carry out the powers and duties that are given to the
Office under Article (7) of this Proclamation;

2) direct, coordinate and supervise overall activities of
the Office pursuant to the directives given to him by
the Speaker;

3) employ and administer personnel of the Office in
accordance with Civil Service Laws and Regulal-

. tions;

4) perpare and submit to the Speaker the annual budget
and work plan of the Office, and implement same
upon approval;

5) operate accounts of the Office, based on financial
laws, effect expendlturc in accordance with the
approved budget and work plan;

6) represent the Office in all its dealings with third
parties in accordance with the dxrccﬁves given to him
by the Speaker;

7) prepare and submit activity and finacial report of the
Office to the Speaker;

8) implement other duties given by the Speaker;

9) delegate part of his power and duties to subordinate
officials of the Office to the extent necessary for the
efficiency of the Office’s works.

PART FOUR
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS
Article 8. Budget

The budget of the Office shall be allocated by the
Regional Council.

Article 9 Books of Accounts

1) The Office shall keep complete and accurate books
of accounts.

2) The books of accounts and financial documents shall
be audited from time to time by the Auditor General
of the Region.

3) Without Prejudice to Sub-Article (2) of this Article
the Speaker may at any time and conditions order the
auditing of the books and documents of accounts and

Interést may be paid from the Consolidated Fund to
the amount that is deposited in the Fund and which
is earmarked for a special purpose,

Subject to the épproval of the Regional Council,
interest rate shall be fixed by the Office in consul-
tation with the depositor.

The National Bank of Ethiopia or commercial
banks shall pay interests on funds held in account
opened in the name of the Office or other public
offices. The interest rate shall be fixed by an
agreement made between the bank and the Office.

Remissions, Write-Offs and Fees and Charges

Budget Transfers w:tbm Pubbc Offices

1. 'Where budget transfers made in public. ofﬁces are

~ related to recurrent budget transfers made within
major sections of account, the Head of the Office
may delegate his power of transfering budget to the
executive head of the appropriate public office.

2. The Head of the Office of Planning and Economic
Development may delegate his power of transfering
budget from one capital project to another capital
project to the executive head of the appropnate
public office.

Budget Transfers between Public Oﬂ‘}cé

The Regional Executive Committee may authorize the
transfer of the capital budget of one public office to the
capital budget of another public office under the
following reasons: -

(a) where making transfer of budget is necessiated
due to structural changes approved by a public
office or shift of responsibility;

(b) Where it is necessary to transfer and use the
capital budget approved for another public office
to lessen a budget deficit which occurred in one
public office and where it is established that such
additional budget is necessitated for a prevmusly
approved capital budget.

Budget Transfer Made for Emergency Expenditures :

Without ;prejudice to any prohibition set under the
Annual Budget Proclamation, where a request for extra
fund is made that is urgently needed for the operations
of the current fiscal year and which was not foreseen at
the time of preparation of the year’s budget, the -
Regional executive Committee may transfer funds from
the emergency expenditure Reserve Budget to that
needed for the extra expenditure request,

Supplementary Budget

The Regional Council may, based on the reco n-
dations presented by the Regional Executive Commit-
tee, approve supplementary budget,

PART FIVE
- Public stbutsement

Disbursement from the Coasohdated Fund

Without prejudice to Article 22 :

1. No disbursement shall be effected from the Con-
solidated Fund unless and otherwise the Regional
Council has permitted through appropriation. _

2. Unless and otherwise approved by the Office,
disbursement or entering commitments for disbur=
sement shall be made from the appro’ved budget. .

Limit of Disbursement

Except as provided under Aticles 16-21 of thls
Proclamation, no disbursements shall be effected that is
more than the money amount allowed for the public
offices shown in the Budget Proclamation of one fiscal
year.

Commitments

1. Nocommitment to the effect of d1sbursement out of
the approved budget of the public office shall be
entered unless the executive head of the public
office or the person delegated by him has made a
requisition in writing.

2. No contract or other kind of commitment to the
effect of disbursement to be made in the fiscal year
shall be entered unless any public office has
sufficient budget which enables it to disburse all
debts which mature within the fiscal year concer-
ned.

3. The Office shall set the procedures and the regls-
tration form which enables to control the financial
obligation entered with regard to each budgetary
item.

4. The executive head of the public shall, based on the -
form established by the Office, keep a record which -
enables to control the financial obligation entered
with regard to each budgetary item.  ©~ ;

Disbursement Made for Goods and Services

No disbursement shall be effected, unless, in addition to
list of expenditures or certificates of payments required,
the executive head of the public office or person
delegated by him has certified the following:— -

(a) Where the payment relates to works performcd
the goods delivered and the services rendered and
the price is offered in accordance -with the
agreement or if the price is not stated in the
‘agreement, that it is reasonable; - . :

(i) that the work has been performed, the goods
delivered and services rendered and the price
is offered in accordance with the agreement or

. if the price is not stated in the agreemcnt, that
it is reasonable;

(n) that the payment has been offered 1n accor-
dance with the agreement where the payment -
in accordance to the obligation entered is to
be effected before the completion of the
work, the delivery of the goods and the

- rendering of the services;

(iii) that the request is reasonable where, in
accordance to the procedures prescribed by
the Office, payment shall be effected in
advance of verification; or,
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
